How Can I Make Personal Savings a Priority?  

Financial Security Starts with Education 
Financial security starts when you set the goal to plan for your future. One of the greatest goals you can 
achieve to help you become financially secure is a higher education. In fact, most jobs that pay self-
sustaining wages require education beyond high school, either technical training or a 
college degree. 
 
As the cost of college continues to rise, it can be a challenge to pay for tuition. That is why now is a good time 
to open a college savings fund that allows you to save for future education expenses. Consider the Utah 
Educational Savings Plan (UESP), Utah’s 529 college savings program, 
established to help Utah residents save for their own or loved one’s higher education expenses. UESP is a 
tax-advantaged program that allows anyone – parents, grandparents, friends, and relatives – to invest for 
college. The savings in a UESP account can be used at almost any school (technical college or university), 
almost anywhere, from Utah to UCLA. There are no fees or minimum deposits required to enroll. Account 
owners can deposit as little or as much as they want, when they want. 
 
Utah taxpayers can claim a 2008 state tax deduction up to $1,650 filing singly ($3,300 if filing jointly) or take a 
tax credit up to $82.50 filing singly ($165 if filing jointly) for contributions made to UESP accounts. To receive 
the deduction or credit, the account must be established before the beneficiary turns 19 years of age. 
 
In addition, earnings on the account are exempt from state and federal taxes when funds are used for 
qualified higher education expenses. Qualified higher education expenses include tuition, fees, books, room 
and board, and any required materials and equipment. A higher education returns long-term benefits like 
financial security, and stability, as well as 
opportunities for your future. The Utah Educational Savings Plan is a tool to help you achieve your higher 
education.

            Some may remember the headline news in January 2006 stating that Americans overall were saving 
at a negative rate — meaning getting further in debt and not saving for the future. This had not happened 
since the Great Depression. Unfortunately, outlooks today are still following this trend. 
 
            What has happened to cause this downward spiral? Most individuals blame the economy and say 
they cannot afford to save. According to a survey conducted by the Consumer Federation of America in 
preparation for America Saves Week (February 24-29, 2008), those surveyed believe those who are saving 
aren’t saving enough and they are pessimistic about the chances of most Americans to accumulate any 
significant wealth. 
 
            The concept of living within a person’s means seems to have all but disappeared in the minds of 
many Baby Boomers, who seem to have forgotten that government is not going to step in and provide 
adequate retirement pay through Social Security benefits. This makes for a bleak outlook for those looking to 
retire within the next few years and also for their children who may be caring for them as they age. 
 
            How can this trend be turned around? It is a complicated question with a myriad of possible 
answers. The short answer that applies across the board, however, is that individuals and families need to 
make saving a priority and do whatever it takes to make it happen. Enter the America Saves and Utah Saves 
programs.
