Anyone who has made a college visit recently or scanned an on-line college catalog 
knows that lots of things have changed on campus in the past few years. Living like a 
"college student" meant eating macaroni and cheese from the box, hand-me-down 
furniture and driving an old car, or walking. Many students today, lured by promises of 
"easy college money" are living above their means in college and paying for it with interest 
as they start their careers.  
 
Students are being lured to private loans/consumer student loans that are disbursed 
directly to the student or parent rather than the college or university. While initially 
designed to cover college costs, these loans are often used to pay for items beyond 
tuition, housing and books. These loans, can encourage more debt. And these loans can 
begin a cycle of overspending that can stunt a student's credit history before their first job 
and leave them facing years of payments. 
 
KeyBank believes that students should "live like students while in college so they won't 
have to live like a student after graduation." How? By minimizing debt in college, only 
borrowing what is necessary.  
 
To help parents and students make the best possible decision, Congress is currently 
working on important legislation that would require certain loans to be certified by the 
educational institution. Before a lender issues a private education loan, the college or 
university would be required to certify the student's enrollment and cost of attendance,  
net of federal financial aid available to the student. Loan amounts would then be adjusted. 
This will make it more difficult for students to be tempted “effortless” college loans that 
make it easy for students to take on unnecessary debt.
